We are writing to tell you about an exciting opportunity for your child to be involved in a five-

day summer club run by the Vicar and volunteers from the Parish of St Mary the Virgin. This 

will be the 6th summer club that we have run, and we’re very excited about it. 
 

The summer club will last for five days from Monday 3rd August to Friday 7th August. The 

play will be performed on the evening of Friday 7th August, at 6pm followed by a party for 

family and friends. In addition to this, the children will help design and create costumes, sets and 

props. This will provide exciting opportunities for children to express themselves and discover 

hidden talents in a fun, friendly and safe environment. The days will follow a similar pattern to a 

school day with morning playtime, lunch, and afternoon playtime. Each day will start with drop 

off and a short act of collective worship at 9:30am and will conclude at 3:30pm. 
 

The summer club will be held at St Mary’s Church and Hall on Windmill Lane, immediately next 

door to St Mary’s Primary School. Boys and girls will be able to play outside in the church grounds 

at break times and will be under the supervision of adults from within the Church community. 

The summer club will be run in accordance with the parish safeguarding policy.  
 

A fee of £50 per child is required for this 5-day summer club. If you would find this financially 

difficult, then please speak to Fr Adam directly. Children will be provided with water, squash and 

snacks at playtimes but will be required to bring a packed lunch. Please ensure that your child 

wears suitable clothing for painting and other crafts. 
 

To apply for a place for your child/children at the summer club, please complete the attached 

form and return to Fr Adam at the above address by 10th July. Successful applicants will be 

notified by email on the 17th July, and a reserve list will also be created.
